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Abstract
The manuscript (extended abstract) for Young Scientist Awards in IUMRS-ICA 2014 should be written in English. The instructions below must be followed by all nominees who are submitting manuscripts for nomination of Young Scientist Awards in IUMRS-ICA 2014. The maximum length of the extended abstract is limited to 4 pages, and the file size should be less than 12 MB.  The referees will select eligible candidates as finalists, whose extended abstracts will be published in the conference abstract and delivered to all participants at the conference site. 

1. Introduction

The manuscript is to be typed using Serif (Roman) typefaces, such as Times New Roman (or equivalent). The size for the title is 14pt and the size for author’s name is 12pt.  Leave one blank line between the title and author’s name. Underline the name of the nominee, who shall deliver a presentation in the finalist session when selected. The name of the nominee should be noted with an asterisk as corresponding author of the extended abstract.  

2. Experiment (or Theory)

Follow immediately below, with their, affiliation(s) using 10pt.  All the other parts of the text are to be typed with 12pt size. Leave one blank line before starting the text (abstract and main body of the manuscript). Keywords and email address of corresponding author are to be written after the affiliation.

3. Results and discussion 

It is highly recommended to include Tables and/or Figures in the abstract. Place the table caption over the table. Use Roman numerals (Table I, Table II, etc.) for the table number, and upper- and lowercase letters for the caption. Allow one blank line after each table before you resume typing text. 

3.1 Subheadings

All figures (line drawings and photographs) must be reduced to the appropriate size and positioned in place. Center the drawing above the caption and number all figures with Arabic numbers (Fig. 1, Fig. 2, etc.). Center the photograph above the caption. Color illustrations, photographs and figures are acceptable. 

4. Conclusions (or Summary)

A manuscript that does not follow these instructions will not be forwarded to the reviewing process.  The extended abstract should be submitted by the deadline of the abstract submission for the symposia and/or in the forums of IUMRS-ICA2014, through IUMRS-ICA2014 homepage.
